Town clerk receives
forms and sends copies
to plan comission chair
and secretary. Site visit
is scheduled and
applicant placed on plan
commission agenda

Site visit held

Appear before plan
commission within 3
months of site visit,
prepared with any
additional information
required from the site
visit and all applicable
permits from Dane
County. If not ready
within 3 months an
additional site visit may
be required

Apply to Dane County Zoning Department
- File Petition to Rezone, if applicable. County
generates Town Action Report to be completed by
town clerk, schedules hearing to obtain Rezone
Permit.
- Obtain Erosion Control Plan and Erosion Control
Permit if applicable from Dane County Zoning
Department/Land and Water Resources - provide copy
to VT PC
- Obtain Stormwater Management and/or Filling and
Grading permits if applicable from Dane County Zoning
Department/Land and Water Resources
- Zoning Permit (all construction)
- Conditional Use Permit, if applicable.

Apply to Dane County Highway Department
Driveway Access Permit if located on county hwy

Apply to Dane County Environmental Health Office
- Obtain soil test ("perk test") and apply for Sanitary
Permit (for septic system) - provide copy to VT PC
- Water Well Permit if  applicable

Apply to State Department of Natural Resources
Stream Crossing Permit if applicable
